CARTER, SPRINGDALE RECOGNIZED AS DISTINGUISHED TITLE | SCHOOLS

(MACON, GA) — Two Bibb County School District schools have been recognized as Title | Distinguished Schools by
the Georgia Department of Education. This honor recognizes Carter Elementary School and Springdale Elementary
School as ranking among the top 5 percent of the state’s Title | schools with regard to the most recent CCRPI data.

Springdale Elementary notched a CCRPI score of 86.0, which was 12.0 points higher than its 2018 score. Springdale
also had a five-star School Climate rating. Carter Elementary scored an 87.3 CCRPI with a four-star climate rating,
and this marks the second consecutive year of recognition for the school. Carter was recognized as one of the state’s
two ESEA National Distinguished Schools in 2018, an award won by Skyview Elementary School the previous year.
